GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING
PINE LAKE PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION

JULY 3, 2004
President Jean Medway called the general membership meeting of the Pine Lake Property Owners Association to order at 9:05 a.m. in the chapel at the Pine Lake Camp.  Jean welcomed everyone and thanked all the attendees for coming to the annual meeting.   Jean then introduced the 2003-2004 Board:  Gordy Krumrai, Vice-President, Bill Powell, Treasurer, Al Betz, Secretary, and members-at-large Nancy Lauters, Rich Dokmo and Dick Fird.  Jean thanked the Kusch's for the use of their home for all association meetings.

A motion to waive the reading of the previous years minutes was made by Rich Dokmo and seconded by Gordy Krumrai.  The motion carried by voice vote. 

Jean announced the candidates for election to the board.  They were Bill Powell, Nancy Lauters, Jack Kusch, and Dan Bartelt.  Jean asked for any nominations from the floor.  There were none and the nominations were closed.  As there were only four openings on the board a motion was made and seconded and passed by voice vote to accept the four members running as the new board members.

He announced that proceeds from the t-shirt sale netted $1,179 and was placed in the special project find.  Bill then summarized the costs incurred in the lake study.

This money represents our actual out-of-pocket expenses for this project, which actually had a cost of over $20,000.  The balance remaining was paid for by DNR matching grants.

It was recommended that the monies remaining in the study fund, $3,792.49, be transferred into the special projects fund.  A motion was made by Bruce Ellinson and seconded by Rick Turk to accept the recommendation.  The motion carried by voice vote.

Dan reported that the May 20th application for milfoil control by Lake and Pond Solutions had good results.  Using the GPS unit to locate the assorted patches the applicators were able to find each and every patch even though water conditions were not favorable for finding them.  Dan introduced the milfoil committee: Judy Kusch, Liz Rieskytl, Bob Bauman, Marlys Jurst, Al Nelson, and Dan Bartelt.

Dan informed the membership of impending shoreline-zoning changes being considered. Information packets on these changes are available.  These proposed changes can be reviewed at www.DNR.wi.gov and click on shoreline management.

The annual picnic will be held on July 31 at 11:00 a.m. at the Bartelt residence.  This year we will have a corn roast.  People are asked to bring hand-held desserts.

Nancy Lauters reported on the Adopt-a-Highway program and informed everyone that they are more than welcome to join.  Watching a short video is all that’s needed to become a part of this program.  She reported on the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT ) being formed.  This will be a group of individuals who will be first to respond to emergencies when trained first responders may not be available.  Anyone interested in taking the course was asked to contact her.

Bill Powell talked about the possibility of making the area along the tip of the point a slow no wake zone.  After brief discussion a motion was made by Art Lee and seconded by Jack Kusch to remove this item from the agenda.  By voice vote this was done.  Barb Krumrai then asked about a no swim buoy at the end of the point.  She was informed that only the township was able to place them and that they would have to be approached about doing so.

Special speaker, Marsha Frost Vahradian spoke about the Gypsy Moth.  She informed the membership of the life cycle of this pest and the damage it can do.  Because of the extremely wet spring it appears that the impact of the moth will be greatly reduced this year.  This, however, does not mean that the problem has been controlled or eliminated.

With no other business before the membership a motion to adjourn was made and seconded.  By voice vote it carried and the meeting adjourned at 11:55 a.m.
