MINUTES OF THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING

OF THE PINE LAKE PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION

JULY 6, 2002

The meeting was called to order at 10:10 a.m. at the Chapel of Pine Lake church camp.  Alan Betz introduced the Board of Directors to the membership and thanked them for their hard work this past year.  Shaun McFarland, camp director, spoke to us about life on the lake as neighbors and friends.  He has some concerns regarding the safety of the children in camp and asked that we not use the point.  In addition to a growing littering program, lifeguards and counselors find it difficult to determine which people belong in camp and those who are at the point.  He also reminded us that there is a 15-mph speed limit on the camp road.  Shaun thanked us for our continued support.

Al then asked that the minutes of the last general meeting be approved as read in the newsletter.  Gordon Krumrai made the motion, which was seconded by Jan Lee.  The motion carried.

Bill Powell gave the treasurer’s report.  There is a balance of $318.00 in the general fund;  $10,611.64 in the lake study fund; $1,675 in the milfoil fund, and, as of June 15, 2002, $560.00 in paid dues for 28 people.  Additional monies will be coming from the DNR at the end of the Lake Study some time in 2004.  There was a motion made by Rose Marie Van Dyke, seconded by Art Lee, to accept the treasurer’s report as given.  The motion carried.

Candidates for election were presented to the membership.  A motion to close the nominations was made by Judy Kusch, seconded by Bill Powell.  The motion carried.  The following people were elected to the Board for 2-year terms:  Rich Dokmo, Nancy Lauters, Bill Powell and Richard Fird.  This will be for a term of two years.

Bill Powell spoke changes to the By-Laws in order to keep our 501 (c) (3) status.  Three issues are involved:  1) the purpose of the organization is solely for 501 (c); 2) the organization shall not monetarily benefit its members or officers and refrain from political endorsements; 3) upon dissolution of the organization assets shall go to either another 501 (c) (3) organization or a government body for public use.  Bill passed out the proposed By-law amendments along with a ballot.  The membership voted to approve the changes.  

As a part of the Lake Study Grant, well water is being tested.  Forty-six early contributors to the lake study will be offered this test without charge.  This testing will be done on Sunday, July 7, 2002.  The next sampling will be done on the following Sunday, July 13, 2002.  There will be paperwork and sample bottles available at the picnic.  The cost is $15.00.  This is on a “first come, first serve” basis as the number of tests available is limited.

Barb Krumrai spoke We Really Kare Fishing Club.  This club, stated in 1983, has 850 members.  They plant fish in eleven lakes in and out of the area.  Working with the DNR, the club decides which fish to plant, supplies fish cribs and donates money to the DNR for fish study and the purchase of fish.  They have two meetings a year and a “fisheree” in winter.  Anyone interested in joining this club can contact Barb.  She also has the list of all the fish planted in Pine Lake.

Al Neibur is a fish biologist from the DNR.  He spoke about the fish survey done on Pine Lake in 2001.  The DNR used boom shocking and Fyke netting in the spring, summer and fall to count the fish, record sizes and take scale samples to age the fish.  He had several recommendations for Pine Lake that are in the formal report.  One suggestion he made is that if a tree falls into the lake we allow it to remain there.  We cannot, however, plant fish cribs on our own.  People wanted to know who decides what kind of fish to plant in the lake.  This is the decision of the DNR, which was made after the study. The complete report is available on the table in the back of the Chapel.  

Nancy Lauters talked about the Adopt-a-Highway road cleanup.  The crew collected and took to the dump 8 bags of litter.  If anyone would like to help with this, there is a video to see and a form to fill out.  You can contact Nancy if you are interested.  We did receive a thank you note from the county for our hard work.

Dan Bartelt talked about the picnic scheduled for next Saturday, July 13, 2002, from 11:00 to 3:00 (rain date, July 14th.)  Bring a chair and a hand-held dessert.  The rest will be provided.

Judy Kusch spoke on the Pontoon Classroom scheduled for July 27, 2002, with Al Neibur and Laura Felda.  This is the year of the fish.  There will be a shore lunch at Kusch’s.  Reservations are required.  Every child must be accompanied by an adult and must have life jackets.  A sign-up sheet is in the back of the Chapel.  Reservations close at the picnic.

Dan Bartelt reported on the treatment of the milfoil done on May 6, 202.  It was a success in most of the areas treated except for a spot at the boat landing.  We will screen this section and look at it again in fall.  We will all have to be watchful of this plant and pull it when we see it.  If you notice any growth, contact Dan or any board member.  There are new rules in place on hand-pulling thirty feet from shore and launching a boat with exotics attached which is punishable by a fine.  Although there are now rules in place, we still need to be watchful of our own lake and report anything we find.  We are the first defense because we live here.

Amy De Champs, a graduate student from the UW-SP, spoke to us on her findings relating to the lake study program.  She did a slide presentation with an explanation of all the tests they did.  Nancy Turyk, supervisor for the program, was also available to answer questions.  Amy’s final report will be given in May 2003.  She summed up the presentation by saying:  “Pine Lake is a delicate resource … take care of it.”

Bill Powell, seconded by Gordy Krumrai, made a motion for adjournment.  The motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 12:30 p.m.
